There are two parts of the exam. During the examination you cannot use the Internet and any electronic devices (USB flash drives, e-mails, tablets, handheld phones and so on).
1. The first part of the exam will include questions from chapters 8 – 13, earlier quizzes, Review Questions and Apply Your Knowledge of each chapter covered in class. 
During the first part of the final exam all books will be closed except only Lecture Notes. Lecture Notes in the electronic format only can be used after downloading them to your desktop at the beginning of class, and then you are supposed to disconnect the Internet cable from your computer. You can use arrow keys, PgUp and PgDn keys on your keyboard only. Because you can use the Lecture Notes your time for part I is strictly limited to the number of minutes which is equal to the number of questions. Students are not allowed to use USB flash drives. 
2. The second part of the final exam will cover Web pages examples from chapters 1-13, Appendixes (A, B, C, D and E), Checkpoints and Hands-On Practice exercises sections, as well as home project assignments. The textbook, only e-textbook from your desktop, Lecture Notes, handouts, hard copies of the home assignments and desktop computers can be used for this part of the exam but you cannot use USB drives.
