
DOWNLOAD chapter files

1. Download zip file from the prof. website (e.g. chapter1.zip) using Firefox from the UBUNTU desktop.
2. Click on the icon Home – 2nd one from the top on the UBUNTU desktop
3. Right click on chapter1.zip and select Extract Here. You will get the unzipped chapter1 file.

WORK with a Terminal using command lines

1. To be the administrator
sudo su 

2. Useful commands for moving the app directory from the Download directory into opt/lamp/htdocs

-display the current directory:
    	 dir

-go to Downloads directory from the /home/lab directory  – use the change directory:
             cd Downloads
   
       -verify if chapte1 is there
            dir
      -rename the file chapte1 into ch1
            mv chapter1 ch1

      -move ch1 into the root doc directory /opt/lamp/htdocs
[bookmark: _GoBack]	mv ch1 /opt/lampp/htdocs/
       or
       mv ch1 /opt/lampp/htdocs/ch1

       -go the destination directory and verify it (or use the explorer tool)
             cd /opt 
             cd lamp              
             cd htdocs
            dir

3. Useful commands for moving the app directory from the Desktop directory into opt/lamp/htdocs
from the /home/lab directory  go to : cd Desktop
mv ch1 /opt/lamp/htdocs              
or
mv /home/cslab/Desktop/ch1 /opt/lamp/htdocs
