You will use the php and MySql low level framework for your final exam project. You need to prepare your final project presentation and your final project report according to 1_Project Submittals.doc at http://classes.jgspectrum.com/classes/320_S24/Guidelines/. 

It will cover app examples from chapters 1 to 9 [1] and chapters 18-19 [2] of the textbooks listed below and all assignments from Assignment.doc.

Expand the ch9 project framework by adding two - three fields (columns) all together (in joke and author tables). Remember name of author table should be replaced by firstname and lastname. This extension will give you a credit for one field. The data for your new columns should be filled out from your app.
Possible safe software migration plan:

Phase 1  

1. Expand the ch9 project framework by adding at least two fields (columns) all together (in joke and author tables) or add a new webpage with a new controller.

Remember name of author table should be replaced by firstname and lastname – see examples below. This extension will give you a credit for one field. 

You need to change the name of joke table at least, you may stick with the author table name.

The data for your new columns should be filled out from your app.

2. Create your own database in phpMyAdmin.

3. Create your own my_database.sql based on ch9_CMS-Controller.sql from http://classes.jgspectrum.com/classes/320_S24/examples/  => edition7_NEW => ch9_CMS-Controller.sql. 

4. Create your app folder project: FinalProject. Copy ch9 phpmysql7-CMS-EntryPoint-ErrorHandling as your startup project or earlier app from ch9 to your project folder (e.g. CMS-Controller).
5. Apply my_database.sql to your database
6. You may not change the code in includes/DatabaseConnection.php: 

$pdo = new PDO( 'mysql:host=localhost;dbname=name', charset=utf8', 'user',  'password'); 

7.  Complete DB INFO -

DB Name: enter

DB User:  enter

DB Password: enter


In includes/databaseConnection.php: 

$pdo = new PDO( 'mysql:host=localhost;dbname=name', charset=utf8', 'user',  'password');

8. Show graphically tables with fields, this time you don’t need to show table connection!
Phase 2

1. Replace the “joke” word or similar by your new one in your app code. Keep opening the corresponding original code of the original framework for the comparison if something goes wrong.
2. Run the code to make sure if all is correct. Test all impacted components functionally as we tested in class (list, add, edit, delete) with traces. If all is correct continue otherwise correct it.

3. Focus on your code modification associated with the new added columns to your equivalent “joke” table. Your joke templates should be modified.
4. repeat step 2 – 3.

5. Run the code to make sure if all is correct. Test all components functionally (register, login, list, add, delete) with traces. 

Phase 3 

1. Report your migration/design approach as I did above as a possible migration plan – attach to your final report
