There are two parts of the exam.  During the examination you cannot use the Internet, USB flash drives, e-mails, tablets, handheld phones and etc. 
1. The first part of the exam will include questions from the Lecture Notes chapter A to E and I. 
During the first part of the midterm all monitors and all books will be closed except Lecture Notes. You can use arrow keys, PgUp and PgDn keys on your keyboard only. Because you can use the Lecture Notes your time for part I is strictly limited to the number of minutes which is equal to the number of questions. You are expected to download the Lecture Notes at the beginning of the midterm exam, and then you are supposed to disconnect the Internet cable from your computer. 
2. The second part of the midterm exam requires students to code using a desktop computer in the lab and it is limited to two hours. It will cover program examples from chapters A to E and I, the class and project assignments and all program examples from the Lecture Notes.   
Moreover, pay attention to applications consisting of two classes (see GradeBook examples and posted templates). Study all Lecture Notes and review all assignments from Assignment.doc.
The textbook or e-textbook (locally used), Lecture Notes, handouts, hard copies of the home assignments, your own notes and desktop computers only can be used for this part of the exam.
