The website application implementation will satisfy the following:

4.  Web Page Design

a. The website will be designed to ensure that the conditions of the web design best practices are met. These conditions will be kept in mind while editing and creating new pages.  

5. Website Navigation
a.  The website will have a multiple sources of navigation.  First, there will be the main navigation that will be either at the top of the website or on the side in one of the columns.  There will be a text based navigation in the footer to allow for accessibility for those who are disabled or who do not have browsers with CSS capabilities.  

6. Page Layout Design

a. Cascading Style Sheets will be used to create a  two/three column structure which will allow for maximum functionality and multiple places to put information.

b. Media queries will configure responsive page layout for smartphone and tablet display.
c. A Liquid design will be used in order to adapt itself to the available white space, which may vary between people using different resolutions. Other page layout techniques are ice or jello design which can be use as well.

d. The website will be designed with fonts that are common and colors that contrast.  This will allow for maximum accessibility.

e. Most of the important information will be located above the fold so that it is faster to access.

f. Website will be designed with multiple resolutions in mind to ensure accessibility to those with lower resolution monitors.  Also, white space will be balanced for those who do have access to larger resolutions.

g. The website will be designed to load in a reasonable amount of time (usually under 10 seconds) for those who are on dial up.  A perceived load time faster than that would be ideal.

7. Color and Graphics

a.   Color will be appealing but still maintain a business-like feeling.  Dark colors will be avoided, as will very bright colors that might be hard to read or give certain individuals problems with reading.  Web safe colors will be used to ensure that all users see the same color.

b. Color will be appealing but still maintain a business-like feeling.  Dark colors will be avoided, as will very bright colors that might be hard to read or give certain individuals problems with reading.  Web safe colors will be used to ensure that all users see the same color.

c. Color will be used consistently throughout the entire site.

d. Color will not be used to convey meaning alone.

e. The alt attribute will be used on all videos and pictures.

f. The graphics should be optimized to ensure that the load time of the website is not severely affected.

8. Content Presentation

1. Most important information will be located “above the fold” to ensure that information can be found quickly and easily and the user does not have to do a lot of scrolling.

2. Colors and themes should be used consistently throughout every page.

3. Common fonts should be used.  Avoid fonts that are not widely supported. 

4. Major changes should not be made to the organization of a page.  In other words, the organizational structure of the page should stay consistent.

9. Accessibility

9. Testing Procedure

Testing for the website application will be done on all web pages. All links will be tested as working. Test cases for all possible inputs will be performed for any input fields on the site. HTML and CSS errors will be tested for using validation sites. Testing will ensure that no improper data will be able to be entered into the database.

a. The website will be tested for compatibility and organization in all (or at least first four) current major browsers, including: Mobile Phones, Google Chrome, Mozilla Firefox, Microsoft Edge, Safari, Opera, etc.

b. Multiple resolutions will be tested, including smart phones, tablets and desktops – see the TABLE below.

c. All pages will be validated at http://validator.w3.org/ 

d. All CSS will be validated at http://jigsaw.w3.org/css-validator/ 

e. Each web page of the website will be tested according the test items specified in the table below. The website will be used test cases for inputs, test coverage (has each statement in the app been executed), and expected results to determine whether a specific software feature works correctly or a specific requirement has been satisfied. 

f. The website will be tested thoroughly from the user perspective (use cases). All links, buttons, images, videos will be tested to ensure that all are in proper working order and that there are no broken links.

This project has been a great exercise of the cumulative knowledge that I have learnt in past courses and material. The organization and hosting of a website which is capable of reading and writing user inputs from a database is one such feature that many modern day websites possesses. This acts as my first step in creating and maintaining such a website. By using the template of an internet joke database, I was able to recreate and add new additions to the various PHP and HTML files. One such accomplishment is the addition of a new column in the SQL database as a test of knowledge. In addition, I have also added small features such as a better table view for our movie list and on a secondary navigation bar which only displays if the user is logged in. A key piece of knowledge came from my previous courses of Publishing on the Web, Distributed Computing Networks and Internet App Programming which gave me foundations on the interworking of SQL and HTML. With these classes in mind, their extensive work with SQL, PHP, and HTML all aided me on how to effectively construct and code for best visibility and effect. Key learning points and take-away from this project has to be on consistency and readability. When coding a project with various different levels and files, having a consistent naming convention and style is key to avoid confusion and potential issues with code. All throughout the project, I have been utilized the habit of commenting and indicating these pieces of code I have added, modified, or deleted during the working weeks. This habit has helped me figure out outlying problems and potential fixes for my project. Having good readability helped me understand and figure out my own code much faster, speeding up the process of modifying and adding new lines of code. In reflection, should I have the chance to redo the project, I would prefer to work on a fresh copy of the project instead of using a template as my starter. I choose to do this because by creating the files and code by scratch, I would have a much better understanding and I would be able to apply my own coding conventions and spacing. In addition, I would also like to tinker and work with using multiple different database tables and to have separate pages which in bring these up. I believe that this project should act as a milestone for any Internet Programming concentrations as it tests the student’s programming conventions as well as pool in all the previous lessons and material from all the classes together. It also acts as a way of creative expression and practicality as the function of the website can serve many different scenarios outside of college. Business websites are most common and the theme of the business varies greatly, making this project a great introduction to the future work an internet programmer may have. 
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
